battery installation

battery charging

New batteries are not fully
charged. Plug the travel charger
into your phone and an
electrical outlet. Your display
shows Charge Complete when
finished.

Tip: Relax, you can't
overcharge your battery. It will
perform best after you fully charge and discharge it a few
times.
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You can charge your battery by connecting a cable
from your phone's mini-USB port to a USB port on
a computer. Both your phone and the computer
must be turned on, and your computer must have
the correct software drivers installed. Cables and software
drivers are available in Motorola Original data kits, sold
separately.

If you set Memory Card as your phone's default USB connection,
you need to return to the standard setting before you can
charge your phone battery. To return to the standard setting:
Press the (2] key, then select the following options: Settings
> Connectivity > USB Settings > Default Connection > Data/Fax Connection.

This model wireless phone meets the government’s
requirements for exposure to radio waves.

Your wireless phone is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed and
manufactured not to exceed limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF)
energy set by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) of the U.S.
Government and by the Canadian regulatory authorities. These limits are
part of comprehensive guidelines and establish permitted levels of RF
energy for the general population.
